2021 Minor, Farm, Rookie & T-Ball Ground Rules

Ground Rules & Clarifications

Bilquist Only:

1. On Game Days, the coaches from the First Scheduled game of the day on BB1 &/or BB2 are responsible for Setting Up the Orange Safety Cones (found in Equipment Connex directly East of Snack Shck) at the location of the generator, blocking off the east area of parking near the Snack Shack. We CAN NOT have parked cars there in case the fire department has to come for an emergency.  The Coaches from the last Team out from BB1 &/or BB2 are responsible for securing the cones connex.

2. There are garbage cans secured at each field location.  The home team coaches from each game are responsible for monitoring and emptying the cans as needed throughout the day.  The coaches from the last game of the day on each field are required to take the trash to the dumpster in the corner of the parking lot near the Snack Shack.  Please replace the can liner (supplies in each field box and connex) after removing the full one.

3. NO PARKING IS ALLOWED ON GRASS AREAS.  All Manager’s, Coaches and Board Members are responsible to address violators immediately.  

4. There is a Saturday gate Schedule for opening and securing the north and south parking lots.  

5. Dugout Gates must be kept closed and secured during play and may not be opened until play has halted.
All Locations and Divisions:

1. The use of tobacco, alcohol, drugs and profane language is absolutely forbidden and the offender will be asked to leave the area.  GOOD Sportsmanship and Fair Play will be exhibited at all times.

2. All coaches are responsible for maintaining their field boxes and/or connex in a neat and orderly fashion.  All trash, used chalk bags, spilled chalk, etc is the responsibility of all to keep picked up and put in the proper place.  
3. The main supply of chalk is kept in the Bilquist Connex adjacent to the snack shack, please do not take more than 2 bags at a time to a field box.  If you use the last of supply in the field box please have the courtesy to replenish the supply before leaving.  Notify the Minor Boys coordinator if the connex is down to less that 4 bags.

4. Arrive to your game well in advance to properly prep the field (drag as needed, put out bases, rake, fill holes, water, ect).  Home Team is responsible for Prepping the Field prior to the start of the game and cleaning up and emptying the Garbage cans at the conclusion of the Game.  Visiting Team (if a Clackamas Team) after each game is responsible for raking the field (filling holes at the plate and on the mound) after each game and putting away the bases and equipment at the conclusion of the last game of the day.  If the game is an inter-league game, Home Team shall do both duties. Both Teams Manager’s and Coaches are responsible for securing the Connex/Field Box at the conclusion of the last game of the day (includes putting away the safety cones from the parking lot.
5. At the conclusion of each game CLL asks that ALL participants and the fans help clean up ALL LITTER.  
6. Umpires:  Each Teams set of coaches will be scheduled to Umpire games when they are not playing.  Games will be equitably distributed between all teams in the league.  Each divisions coordinator (softball and baseball) will complete the schedule in conjunction with the game schedule.

7. Managers / Coaches are to set the example for ALL players, parents & fans to follow.  We will support ALL calls made by the umpires regardless of agreement.  Managers / Coaches are to keep their teams, parents and players in check at all times.  The umpire should NOT have to deal with unruly parents or fans.

8. Rainouts:  The division coordinator must be notified immediately by the managers of any rainouts.  The game will be rescheduled by the two teams coaches through working with the division coordinator (and league field coordinator if necessary) and the date of the make up communicated to the scheduled Umpires by the Home Team Manager.  (Note: rule of thumb is to reschedule on a regularly scheduled practice day).

9. If a scheduled game needs to be rescheduled due to conflicts with players or coaches, the managers are required to notify their respective coordinator and umpires (if applicable) for that game immediately, at the time of such decision.  This will enable another game to be played at that designated time, as needed.  The managers will be responsible for working with the respective divisions coordinator (and League Field Coordinator if needed) to reschedule the game.  The Home Team Manager is responsible for notifying the umpires.

10. There is NO on-deck batting circle outside the dugout area or on the playing field.  Only the first batter on each team will be allowed as an “On-Deck” batter prior to the start of each ½ inning.

11. Coaches/Managers are not allowed on the field except as a Base Coach or until all play has stopped, time out is called and the umpire signals for them to proceed to the field (exception is T-Ball & Rookie divisions).  When acting as Base Coach (players MUST wear a NOCSAE approved batting helmet), either coaches or players are not to leave their dugout until the pitcher has finished their preparatory pitches.   

12. No one except eligible players in uniform, a Manager and not more than two (2) coaches shall occupy the bench or dugout.   When batters or base runners are retired, they must return to the bench or dugout at once.  Batboys and/or batgirls are not permitted (at ANY level).  Players are to remain on the bench or in the dugout when not participating in the game.  For safety concerns, please do not allow players to run to restrooms unsupervised during the games.  A coach or parent should accompany them.

13. No batting practice before a game is allowed on the game field.  The participating teams will equally divide infield practice of 10 minutes; the visiting team will take infield first.  No batting of balls into the fences unless using whiffle balls.  Pitcher warm-ups are to take place in the designated area outside of the game fields.

14. If a player leaves the dugout to warm up in a bull pen or area away from the dugout, they must be supervised by a coach or parent (ie. Bilquist bull pen).
15. No one is allowed on top of the fences, dugouts, snack shack or connex.
16. In the case of Thunder or Lightning, all players must be removed from the field areas until ½ hour after the last Lightning Flash is seen or Thunder is heard.  It is allowable to continue practice under the covered playground area’s.
Pitch Count (Baseball Only)

1. Home Team is responsible for the accuracy of the Pitch Count

2. All Teams will use the prescribe League/District forms to accurately record pitch count

3. All Managers are responsible for having their copy of the seasons pitch count with them at all games
4. Managers from each team will meet prior to the start of the game to compare each team’s pitching eligibility, failure to have your pitch record available will result in forfeiture of the game
5. At the end of each half inning, teams will verify their pitch counts for consistency, in the event of a discrepancy that cannot be resolved, the home teams record will be considered accurate for that inning.

6. At the conclusion of each game, it is the Managers responsibility to ensure they sign the opposing teams pitch count record and have their record signed by the opposing manager in return.
Equipment:

1. All equipment must meet Little League approval/standards and be kept in the dugouts.  Bats must be kept in their designated area until the batter proceeds to the field for their turn at bat (no players should have bats in their hands in the dugout).  ALL Bats (Metal or Wood) that do not specify Little League Approved are illegal and will be removed from the game.  ALL Batting Helmets that do not have the specified NOCSAE warning labels on them will be removed from the game.  Helmets may not be repainted and may not contain tape or re-applied decals unless approved in writing by the helmet manufacturer or authorized dealer.

2. All Male players should wear an athletic supporter and cup.  Male catchers must wear the metal, fiber or plastic type cup, and a long-molded chest protector.  The Catcher must wear chest protectors with neck collar, throat guard, shin guards and catcher’s helmet and mask with dangling type throat protector.  All of which must meet Little League specifications and standards.  Catchers MUST wear a mask, dangling type throat protector and catchers helmet during infield/outfield practice and pitcher warm-up.  Coaches, Manager and/or parents cannot warm up Pitchers at the plate or in the bull pen.
RIVERSIDE SCHOOL:  When using the facilities at Riverside School, we are NOT allowed to park on the neighboring streets.  Please be sure to park in the parking lot in the Front of the School off of River Road.  You may drive down to the field to drop off or pick up, but parking is not allowed as it can create congestion and potential road blocks to emergency vehicles.  Also, be sure to drive slow and safely on Juniper and Mulberry as this would be appreciated by the neighbors.  
League officers and coordinators witnessing any non-compliance of Little League Rules and/or CLL operating guidelines are responsible to immediately address any and all situations.  Please remember, it is a privilege to use the School Districts Facilities, we must abide by the rules and procedures in place or risk the loss of our privileges.
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
